Dave Ramey’ Jr. picked through the parts in an attempt to decide which parts were most likely from the Seeburg G. The assortment
of parts included multiple art glass panels, piano stacks, drum chests, pipe chests, and pipework. David Ramey, Jr., provided a
similar vintage roll frame, pump, coin mechanism, and electric motor. The stack, serial #4567, dates from 1913, so the Seeburg G
was probably manufactured circa 1913. The bass drum is new with vintage hardware, but the player mechanisms are all original.
Even after refinishing the rebuilt cabinet, charred veneer can still be seen on the lower bass side of the cabinet. The restoration of
the piano and internal mechanisms was completed as of December, 2020. The Seeburg G now bears the serial number from the
model F, #64039.

The tracker bar connects to a pneumatic-to-electric chest that provides signals enabling the
electronics to drive the magnets for piano and organ notes, as well as for control functions. The original set of pallet valves under
the keys were left intact, to allow manual playing of the organ. Both the pallet valves and the original tracker bar cutout unit were
re-conditioned and their rubber tubing teed into the pneumatic-to-electric relay chest input ports, which obviated the need to
cover up the holes in the tracker bar during manual playing. The MIDI interface uses hardware and software designed and freely
shared by Thorsten Klose in Germany.
